Following the completion of the Public Offer by HAL for all issued and
outstanding shares in Royal Boskalis N.V. (“Boskalis”) and the delisting of
Boskalis as per 9 November 2022, the Amsterdam Court of Appeal has
ordered in the statutory buy-out proceedings that all remaining shares in
Boskalis, held by third parties, are to be transferred to HAL against payment
by HAL of EUR 33.00 per Share, increased with statutory interest from 27
September 2022 until the date of payment by HAL.

To expedite such a transfer, all remaining shareholders have the opportunity
to voluntarily transfer their shares to HAL between Monday 13 February 2023
and Friday 24 February 2023, 17:40 CET (securities account Euroclear
Nederland — Account 29183). The payment (settlement) of transferred Shares
is scheduled to take place on Tuesday 28 February 2023.

Any remaining shares that are not transferred during the above period will by
operation of law be transferred to HAL subsequently. HAL will request
Euroclear Nederland to arrange for payment of the corresponding amount to
the relevant former holders of Shares in accordance with the ‘Euroclear
Nederland Consignatiekasprocedure’.
